Annual Membership Meeting

April 9, 2010

North East ISD Community Learning Center, San Antonio, TX

President Debby Theis called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m. on 4/9/10. She welcomed everyone to the meeting. 

Minutes – Vicki Helms read the Minutes from the February 10, 2010 TCEA Board meeting as no minutes were available from the April 2009 Annual Membership Meeting. 

Treasurer’s Report – Helen Kimsey gave the Treasurer’s Report. The beginning balance as of 9/1/09 was $2,476.39; income was $16,290.54 for a total of $18,766.93. Expenditures for the same time period were $9,737.14 resulting in a Balance as of 4/1/10 of $9,029.79. TCEA’s CD Balance as of 4/1/10 was $9,682.77. The Chase Bank account total funds available on 4/1/10 were $18,712.56. The USAA Money Market total was $6,516.85. Total Assets for TCEA = $25,229.41. The Treasurer’s Report was accepted as read.

NCEA Report – Debby Theis reported that she attended the National Community Education Association Annual Conference held in Phoenix In December 2009. Fewer people were in attendance this year. Debby also read a letter from NCEA President, Hannah Puczko, bringing greeting from the national organization. In the corresponded, President Puczko noted that as NCEA transitions, the association has contracted with DMG to provide association management and has hired John Myers as the new NCEA Executive Director. The NCEA board is hoping to do more training and move forward. 

 Executive Secretary Report – Helen Kimsey reported that one of her top priority goals is to have a constantly updated database. She met with Phil Houseal in July and they discussed the ongoing issue of when TCEA dues are due. This has been an on-going issue for many years. Helen and Phil (representing the Foundation) also met with Hays Consolidated ISD officials to discuss community education .as a possibility for their district. They also met with Center Point ISD .

Helen reported that at the October 2009 After-School Providers’ Training, at NEISD, 300+ participants attended. It was very well received. Gregg Castalano did an excellent job as the guest speaker. The next TCEA After-School Providers’ Training will be September 18, 2010, once again at the NEISD Community Education facilities.

Helen is has been doing research on trends the community education field. So far the only definite constant is there are no consistent trends – different trends in different areas of the country are apparent.

Old Business – Debby Theis thanked everyone for a great conference. There was no other old business.

New Business – Debby Theis reported that she met with John Myers, the new Executive Director of NCEA. He plans to travel to Dripping Springs to meet with Debby and any board members or community educators who can meet on April 20, 11:00 a.m.

Debby then had the “old” board members come forward. She thanked them for a great year and presented each a gift as a token of her appreciation.

2010 Conference Chair, Donna Davenport gave a brief report of the conference and thanked everyone who helped for their hard work and support for a successful conference Phil Houseal, TCEA President-Elect and 2011 Conference Chair, announced that next year’s TCEA conference will be April 10, 11, & 12, 2011 in Kerrville at the Y.O. Ranch. The theme will be, “Where Are We Going?”
